2011 JUNIOR GOLF GUIDELINES  
 

GOLF ATTIRE 

All Merion junior golfers and their guests must be dressed in appropriate 

golfing attire.  The following items are considered inappropriate and will not 

be permitted on either golf course or the practice range: tank tops, t-shirts, 

mock neck shirts, jeans, cut-offs, cargo shorts, and shorts/skirts that are more 

than 3” above the knee.  Also, golf caps must be worn with the bill facing 

forward.  Please represent our Junior Program with class and respect. 

 

JUNIOR PLAYING PRIVILEGES 
 

East Course - 18-Holers  

18-Holers certified for play on the East Course, may play after 4:00 p.m. 

after checking with the Golf Shop. 

 

West Course ɀ All Juniors  

¶ 9-Holers and 18-Holers may play the West Course anytime the schedule 

permits. 

¶ Any 9 or 18-Holer following the guidelines above may bring 1 to 3 junior 

guests after 2:00 p.m. with no green fee charge.  Each guest may play a 

total of 4 times during the season. 

¶ 3 & 6-Holers must play with an adult and can play anytime the schedule 

permits. 

 

Practice Range  

¶ 9 & 18-Holers may use the range anytime during the weekdays, and after 

12:00 p.m. on weekends & holidays. 

¶ 3 & 6-Holers must be accompanied by an adult at all times on the 

practice range. 

 

Appropriate golfing attire and etiquette are expected of all juniors 
using the practice facilities.
